Brian Smith presented a detailed report of the financial condition of the IAGSDC. The Association is in
good condition. Income for the past year was $7,628.79; Expenses were $4,414.55; for a profit of
$3,214.24. Our balance is $33,401.09. The proposed 2011 budget was approved.

Report from ARTS Committee

Scott Phillips reported about a new promotional campaign for promoting square, round and contra
dancing. The website is www.you2candance.com. This website has already been used enough to come
up on the list when you do a Google search for square dancing. DC Diamond Circulate donated $1,000
to the project in Mike Jacobs’ name.

Discussion of bi-monthly mailings and Misc. announcements

Tim Berg (Rosetown Ramblers) expressed concern about the mailings now being sent by email. He
feels that clubs will have a more difficult time getting flyers distributed to clubs about the fly in. John
McKinstry explained that the now electronic mailing will still advertise clubs events, it will now give
them a link where they can more information and download forms.
